1. Minutes of December 14th, 2006 Regular Meeting were approved unanimously

    with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

2. The December Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by

     Collett and second by Haile. 

3. Charles Cooper’s Request of Outdoor Signs J.V. for settlement of claim prior to Adoption of Sign Ordinance, requesting variance to construct and/or to erect sign at location of 1102 E. Main and waiver by Outdoor Signs J.V.’s Request to erect sign at 201 N. Rice Street was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Lengefeld.  

4.  Financial Advisory Agreement with First Southwest Company was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.  

5.  Bond Counsel Agreement with Vinson & Elkins (subject to the Attorney’s review) was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.

6. The 2005-2006 Fiscal Year Audit Report as presented by Sherilyn Sevin, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Collett. 

7.  Ordinance #01-07 amending Ordinance #14-06 adopted June 8, 2006, providing for the issuance of Combination Tax and Revenue Certificate of Obligation, Series 2006, and Enacting Other Provisions Relating thereto, was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

8.  Resolution #01-07, requesting Financial Assistance from The Texas Water Development Board; and other matters pertaining thereto, was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 

9. Bid for Cemetery Maintenance was awarded to low bidder Robert Witzsche in the amount of $1,234.49 per month for a period of three years.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Townsend.
