Item No. I.
Mayor Roy Rumsey called the meeting to order.

Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none. 

Item No. III.    The City Council may discuss and/or take actions on the following agenda items.

1. Minutes of February 8th, 2007 Regular Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.  

2. The February Financial Statement was accepted as presented with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett. 

3. Mr. Louis Williams addressed residents living on Williams Street regarding the proposed Hamilton Senior Village to be built at the end of Williams Street. Danny Craig presented Mayor Rumsey a petition with over 80 signatures opposing the project.  

4. Hamilton Economic Development Corporation Quarterly Financial Report was presented by Jane Crouch.  The report was accepted by unanimous vote, with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

5. Mitch Lykins and La Rue Cochran, Hamilton Representatives of The Upper Leon River Municipal Water District, briefed council on the progress of treated water from Upper Leon River Municipal Water District.

6. The removal and demolition of condemned structures was addressed by Code Enforcement Officer John Ratliff.  He advised Council of a phone message from Toni Taylor making a verbal commitment that their building at 407 ½ E. Main was structurally sound.  John told Council he would inspect the structure and take action as deemed necessary.    Also, Josh Mehaffey addressed council regarding the 90 days expiration for his building at 548 E. Hill.  Josh asked Council for additional time.  John Ratliff recommended Council give Josh an additional 30 days.  The 30 days was granted with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  The vote was unanimous with Jenkins abstaining. 

7. Resolution #12-07, initiating participation in Community Alerting System, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 

8. Resolution #07-07, authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to Loan Funds to the City for Pecan Creek Park Improvements in the amount of  $100,000.00.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Collett. 

9. An agreement, with property owners, establishing Pecan Creek Park Boundary Line and Special Warranty Deed was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Collett.  

10. Ordinance #06-07, which amends Sign Ordinance #04-06, #10-06, #18-06, #23-06, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.  

11. Councilmember Jenkins made motion that additional monies in regards to loan from USDA for Water Improvements be released if needed and to wait until April 1st to select the Interest Rate for Wastewater Improvements. Collett second and the vote was unanimous. 

12. An Interlocal Agreement with Hamilton County, allowing the County to haul crushed rock to the new Pecan Creek Park was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

13. City Administrator Bill Funderburk reported updates on work on Bell Street, Park Project and TWDB update.  Randy Murphree presented the Sheriff’s report. 

Item No. IV.     Mayor Rumsey adjouned the meeting at 8:20 P.M with motion by Jenkins and
