Mayor Roy Rumsey called the meeting to order.

Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none. 

Item No. III.    The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items. 

1. Minutes of March 8th Regular Meeting, March 22nd Called Meeting and March 29th Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

2. The March Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend. 

3. A request to exhume remains of Mr. Bill Roberts at Cemetery for DNA Match was presented to Council by Steven M. Sederwall.  A request to table, pending letters from Forensics and Investigating Officials.  The vote passed unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld. 

4. Marion Stanford discussed the City amending the Animal Ordinance, working with Huts for Muts on local Grants.  

5. Stanley Sanford, President and Robert Stanley, First Asst. Chief of the Volunteer Fire Department presented a plan to add on to the building and ask for one lump sum to be paid to the Fire Dept. for active fireman, in lieu of the City issuing individual checks.  The motion was approved unanimously, with motion by Collett and second by Townsend. 

6. Code Enforcement Officer, John Ratliff addressed Council on restoration or demolition for the following structures: 

105 S. Howard (Corner of Lot 1, Block 39 Howard Addn.)- Mr. Ratliff’s recommendation to demolish approved with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins. 

548 E. Hill (Lot 1, Block 4 Rice Addn.) – Mr. Ratliff’s recommendation was no action, complete. 

640 E. Pierson (Lot 3, Block 12 Steen Addn.) – Mr. Coalson addressed Council requesting a 30 day extension to replace the roof.  Mr. Ratliff agreed with his request, which was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Collett.

7. The Fuqua Addition Final Plat was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend. 

8. Ordinance Prohibiting Commercial Vehicle and Heavy Equipment on Public Streets other than Designated Truck Routes was tabled, by unanimous vote, with a motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  This item is to be on the May agenda.  

9. Ordinance #07-07, amending Electrical Regulations, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 



10. The Agreement with Vaisala AviMet Data Link Service for Weather Station at Airport for one year was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 

11. No Action was taken on Resolution endorsing Legislative changes to enchance the Competitive Electric Market.  

12. No Action was taken on C.P.I. Adjustment to Municipal Telecommunications Right-of-Way Access Fine Rates.  

13. The Quarterly Financial Report on Hotel & Motel Occupancy Tax was presented by Chamber Manager Steve Almquist.  With motion by Townsend and second by Haile, the vote was unanimous to accept. 

14. Proclaiming April as Fair Housing Month was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.  

15. The Interlocal Agreement with Hamilton County  was extended with motion by Townsend and second by Lengefeld.  

16. The Agreed Order from Texas Commission on Environmental Quality response, is to be submitted by the City Administrator; and was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins. 

17. Loading zone signs  will be placed on the West Side of the 200 Block of North Bell, after a request by Jill Gromatzky;  vote was unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.
