Item No. I.       Chairman Almquist called the meeting to order at 6:31 PM. 

Item No. II.      Chairman Almquist called for comments from the public.  

                         There were no comments from the public.

Item No. III      Chairman Almquist called for discussion and/or action on the minutes of the 

                         January 18, 2007 Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting.    

                         Joe Wimmer made the motion to approve the minutes as presented, Richard Davis seconded the

                          motion.  The motion passed with a 5-0 vote.

                          At this point Item No. VII was moved up in the agenda for consideration because of the late 

                          hour and remaining daylight

Item No. VII.   Chair called for Consideration and/or action on Boyd Holley’s offer for tour of the manufactured

                         Home located at 640 McCaleb Rd.  Mr. Holley addressed the Commission and told them he was 

                         offering the tour to give the Commission members an idea of the similarities and differences 

                         between a manufactured home and a modular home.  The commission agreed to temporarily 

                         adjourn the meeting at 6:36 P.M. and meet out the McCaleb address for the tour then reconvene

                         immediately afterward at the City Hall.

                         All Commission Members and Mr. Ratliff met at 640 McCaleb Rd. with Boyd Holley for the tour.

                         Commission reconvened at City Hall at 7:17 P.M. for discussion of tour.  During discussion and

                         interaction with Boyd Holley, Mr. Holley suggested that the Commission consider construction 

                         restrictions when addressing manufactured housing under special restrictions.  Mr. Holley agreed

                         to furnish a list defining quality and differences of manufactured housing.  (Special restrictions are

                         items that will be addressed at a future meeting when that portion of the Ordinance is considered.)

                         The Commission thanked Mr. Holley for his input.

Item No. IV.    The Commission considered portions of the Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan with

                         specific discussion centering around pages 30-34 and including RS-1: Single Family Residential, 

                         RS-2 : Single Family Residential, and GR: General Residential with the only change to the existing 

                         proposed ordinance being in the RS-2: Single Family Residential.  That change specifically being a

                         revision under subsection c. Site Development Regulation.  Under features, the Interior Side Yard

                         minimum required setback was changed from 5 feet to 10 feet.  The Commissioner made the

                         change with a motion by Joe Wimmer with a second by Richard Davis.  The motion passed with a

                         vote of 5-0.  Discussion followed with other portions of these three areas but no further changes 

                         were made.

                         Discussion for next meeting is the Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan with special 

                         emphasis to be placed on C-1: Commercial, CBD: Central Business District, and I-I: Industrial 

                         District.  Pages associated with these items are 9-34 through 9-41.

Item No. V.    Chairman Almquist reminded everyone that the next meeting was April 19th at 6:30 PM.

Item No VI.     Chairman Almquist adjourned the meeting at 8:35 P.M. with motion by Riney Jordan and a second

                         by Charles Jahns.    Motion carried by 5-0 vote.
