Item No. I.
Mayor Roy Rumsey called the meeting to order.

Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none. 

Item No. III.
Mayor Rumsey issued a Proclamation declaring May as “Click It or Ticket” Safety Belt Enforcement Month.  

A second Proclamation was issued declaring May 11th as “La Rue Cochran Day” in Hamilton.  La Rue was honored for her many years of service as one of Hamilton’s two representatives on the Upper Leon River Municipal Water District Board of Directors.

Item No. IV.
New Business as follows: 

1. The minutes of April 12th Regular Meeting, April 19th Workshop and April 26th Called Meeting were approved unanimously, with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 

2. The April Financial Statement was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins. 

3. The request to Exhume Remains of Mr. Bill Roberts for DNA match was denied by unanimous vote with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

4. Resolution #13-07, appointing David Lengefeld as Director to the Upper Leon River Municipal Water District Board of Directors was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.  

5. John Ratliff presented the Preliminary and Final Plat on Property located at 1004 E. Main, the new location of the proposed Duckwall-Alco Store.  Both plats were approved by unanimous vote with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld. 

6. Tax Abatement Agreement between The City and Duckwall-Alco Stores, Inc. was approved unanimously, effective on date of transfer of title, to Heritage Owner Investments.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Collett.   

7. Resolution #14-07, authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to Grant Funds to Duckwall-Alco Stores, Inc., not to exceed $25,000 maximum over a three year period, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

8. An Agreement with Leon Bosque Resource Conservation Development Council to administer Microenterprise Loan was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.  

9. The Hamilton Economic Development Corporation Quarterly Financial Report was accepted unanimously as presented by Jane Crouch, with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile. 

10. Resolution #15-07, authorizing extension of Real Estate Note to Hamilton Economic Development Corporation was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins. 

11. An Ordinance Prohibiting Commercial Vehicle and Heavy Equipment on

       Public Streets died for lack of motion.   

12.  Resolution #16-07, establishing June 14th as date for two Public Hearings at 5:30 PM and 5:31 PM, concerning annexation of properties at 305 Navajo Trail and 505 Navajo Trail was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

13.  A Bid of Property located at 214 North Cage, in the amount of $750.00 from Cindy Powers, was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Jenkins.  

14. A Non-Terminal Agency Agreement with Hamilton County Sheriff’s Department was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend. 

15. Resolution #17-07 authorizing the Mayor to execute two Quitclaim Deeds as Correction Deeds for Deeds authorized October, 1949, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett.

16. Council authorized Mayor Rumsey to enter into Contract for sale of Lot 1 Block 3, Spring Creek Addition with Jerry and Cina Hansard (construction to begin within six months).  The vote was unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 

17. John Ratliff discussed conditions of  substandard buildings:     

        640 E. Pierson – Earl Coalson addressed Council. Ratliff ask Council discretion to make decision on 640 E. Pierson as owner still had a few days remaining on his extension to complete.  Council vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld. 

        307 Park Road – Richard Beaty addressed Council. Ratliff recommended 30 days extension on 307 Park Road.  Council vote was unanimous with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

18.  Sheriff Randy Murphree presented his monthly update to Council. 

        City Administrator Bill Funderburk presented his report. 

19. Council convened into Executive Session in accordance with the following provisions of the Government Code Section 551.072 the purchase, exchange, lease or value of real property, Spring Creek Addition at 8:28 PM.

20. Council reconvened into open session at 8:40 PM.

21. A Service Agreement with TRC Engineers was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.
