Mayor Roy Rumsey called the meeting to order.

Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none. 
Item No. III.     Mayor Rumsey called Public Hearing #1 and #2 to order:
1. Public Hearing #1 - Annexation of property owned by John Terry Moss and Anna Burnett, Lot 18 & 19 of Block 1 of the Indian Oaks Subdivision. 

2. Public Hearing #2 - Annexation of property owned by Oma Sue Lasater, Lot 11 of Block 1 of the Indian Oaks Subdivision.
Mayor Rumsey closed Public Hearing #1 & 2,and opened the Public Hearing for #3 and #4. 
3. Public Hearing #3 - Annexation of property owned by John Terry Moss and Anna Burnett, Lot 18 & 19 of Block 1 of the Indian Oaks Subdivision

4. Public Hearing #4 - Annexation of property owned by Oma Sue Lasater, Lot 11 of Block 1 of the Indian Oaks Subdivision.

After no comments from the public, Mayor Rumsey closed the hearings. 

IV.  New Business: 

1. Minutes of May 10th and May 22nd, 2007 Meetings were approved unanimously, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 
2. May 2007 Financial Statement was approved unanimously, with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.  

3. Helen Townsend was appointed Mayor Pro Tem, with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld. The vote was unanimous with Townsend abstaining.  

4. City Inspector reported that the property at 307 Park Road had met compliance and was being removed from the condemnation list.  No Council action was necessary. 

5. Resolution #14-07’s second reading, authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to Grant Funds to Duckwall-Alco Stores, Inc. was approved unanimously, with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend. 
6. Resolution #17-08 re-appointing Helen Townsend, Betty Jenkins, Steven Watson and Larry Anglin as Directors to Hamilton Economic Development Corporation Board, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld. 
7. The low bid by Robert Witzsche, in the amount of $7,235.00, to demolish structure at 105 South Howard was approved unanimously, to be awarded after two week notification to owner, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.   

8. There was no action on Resolution authorizing a Permit to Discharge Fireworks. 

9. Council voting unanimously to advertise and receive bids from Local Banking Institutions to serve as a depository for a five year period, with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins. 
10. Ordinance #08-07, annexation of property, Lots 18 & 19 of Block 1 of Indian Oaks Subdivision, owner being John Terry Moss and Anna Burnett, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 
11. Ordinance #09-07, annexation of property being Lot 11 of Block 1 of Indian Oaks Subdivision, owner being Oma Sue Lasater, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  


12. The 07-08 Law Enforcement Contract with Hamilton County and Helen Townsend and Mike Collett serving as Representatives on Law Enforcement Committee were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

13. A lease for land at the Airport to Brad Selman for construction of hanger was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.  

14. The amended Lease Agreement with Jack Graham was approved unanimously, subject to TxDot Aviation approval, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

15. The Interlocal Agreement with City of Hico, for employee help with new water line, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 

16.  A Bid from Higginbotham Bros. & Co. to purchase four lots in Spring Creek Subdivision for $6,000, to erect houses, subject to paying all building permit fees, was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. . 

17. No Action was taken on the Government Television Channel. 

18. Sheriff Randy Murphree presented the Law Enforcement Report

City Administrator presented updates on the following:

1. Bell Street Drainage to be in 07-08 budget.
2. Paving to be done soon on Bell Street, leaving the drainage block.
3. Mosquito Spraying is being done by employees. 
4. Control Dams need maintenance. 
5. A Budget Workshop was set for July 9th at 5:30 pm.
6. Pecan Creek Park volleyball courts and picnic tables should be completed by July 31.
