Item No. III.   Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing, regarding the 2006 Annual Drinking
                       Water Quality Report, to order.  There were no public comments.  Mayor closed the
                       Public Hearing. 

Item No. IV.    Mayor Rumsey addressed New Business

1.  Minutes of June 14th Regular Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins
       and second by Haile. 
2. The June Financial Statement was approved, as noted, unanimously with motion by Jenkins
      and second by Collett. 
3. The bid from Higginbothams on Spring Creek Lots was rejected, and a motion to re-bid
      was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

4. No action was taken on posting 30 minute parking at 112 and 114 South Bell Street. Tom 
     White spoke on behalf of Pat Watson. 
5. Kay Overton spoke to Council on the proposed Sesquicentennial Celebration for Hamilton 
     County and City of Hamilton. Betty Jenkins volunteered as the City Representative. 
6. An Easement Agreement for access to Hamilton County Hospital District, as presented by
      Jim Shafer, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
7. The Quarterly Hotel and Motel Occupancy Tax Financial Report, as presented by Steve
      Almquist, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.  

8. Resolution #19-07, authorizing Prudence Review of Gas Purchasing Practices of Atmos
      Energy between November 1, 2003 and October 31, 2006, was approved unanimously with

       motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  

9. Resolution #20-07, authorizing denial of Atmos Rate Increase and authorization for
      Interventions, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.

10.  Mayor Rumsey was approved to make Minor Changes to the Lease Agreement at Airport 
       with Jack Graham, after Review by TxDot Aviation. The vote was unanimous with motion by 
       Jenkins and second by Collett. 
11.  No action was taken on appointing a Representative to Advisory Committee for U.S.

281 Route Study.

12.  Hamilton’s interest in a Resolution, Undertaking an Electrical Citizen Aggregation Program 
       was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by  Lengefeld.
13.  Sheriff Randy Murphree presented the law enforcement report.

14.  Bill Funderburk presented the City Administrator’s Report:

1. The New Park is near completion according to Parks and Wildlife.  

2. The City has hired Central Texas Landscape to mow the Control Dams.
3. Cemetery Maintenance is progressing.
4. Drainage Issues are being addressed.
