Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:32 PM.
Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none.
Item No. III.   Mayor Rumsey proclaimed Friday, Sept. 14th as Meredith Beal day, in recognition of being named Broadcaster of the Year.  

Item No. IV.    Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing to order on the proposed budget for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008.  There were no comments.
Item No. V.    New Business.

1. Minutes of Aug 9th Regular Meeting, August 9th Certified Minutes of Closed Session, August 23rd EDC Meeting and August 27th Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 
2. The August Financial Statement was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.

3. The Administrative/Management Services, with Kerbow & Assoc., for 2007 Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Contract #727210 was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
4. Engineering Contract, with TRC Engineering, for the 2007 Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Contract #727210 was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Jenkins. 
5. Resolution 28-07, Authorizing Signatures for 2007 Texas Community Development Block Grant Program #727210 was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett. 
6. Fair Housing Resolution 25-07 was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Townsend.
7. Kerbow and Associates were approved to proceed with 2009/2010 Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Application, by unanimous vote, with motion by Townsend and second by Lengefeld. 
8. Kerbow and Associates agreement for 2009/2010 Texas Community Development Block Grant Program Application was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile. 
9.  Resolution 26-07, setting two public hearing dates for annexation of Konwent and Wenzel properties as October 4th and October 11th at 5:30 P.M. was approved by unanimous vote, with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.

10. City Council unanimously voted to terminate requirements for construction on Seth Moore’s Lot 2, Lot 3 and Lot 4 of Block 3 Spring Creek Addition, with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins. 

11. The following action was taken on bids received for Spring Creek Addition lots:

Blk 3, Lot 1 awarded to Mark Tafel for $2,050.00;  Blk 4, Lots 1,2,3 awarded to Bryan     Lightfoot for $9,000.00.  The remainder of Mark Tafel bids were rejected with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile. 
12. Group Medical Health Insurance was tabled. 
13. Ordinance 10-07, adopting the 2007-2008 Fiscal Year Budget, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.
14. Ordinance 11-07, levying a tax rate of .4827, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld. 

15. Hamilton EDC 3rd Quarterly Financial Report, as presented by Mike Collett, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.
16. Hamilton EDC Fiscal Hear 07-08 Budget, as presented by Mike Collett, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.   
17. Resolution 27-07, approving First State Bank as The City Depository, effective October 1, 2007 to September 30, 2012, was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  

18. Council considered to accept property at 400 West Grogan, but declined offer, with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
19. Southside Church of Christ request to be taken off garbage pickup was denied, by unanimous vote, with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins. . 

20. Ordinance 12-07 providing for increase in water and sewer service rates, effective with the October 1st billing, was approved unanimously, with motion by Haile and second by Collett. 
21. Brush is to be accepted at the old landfill Saturday the 22nd for half a day.  No long term decision was made.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.  

22. Bill Funderburk presented the City Administrator’s Report:

Sheriff’s Report – There was no one from law enforcement present. 
Park Update – The finish deadline for the new park is October 31st. 
Public Work’s Report was presented by Ronnie Harris. 
Building Inspector’s Report was presented by John Ratliff. 
A Called Council Meeting was set for September 19th at 5:30. 
Demonstration of Street Equipment is scheduled for Sept. 14th at 8 AM.
Drainage Situations at Bell/Crews and Sherry Lee Streets need to be addressed.
