MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

September 24, 2007
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held its regular board meeting on Monday, September 24 23, 2007 at 5:30 pm at the Hamilton City Hall at 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Tom Adams, Mike Collett, Steve Watson, Larry Anglin, Dorothy Harelik and Helen Townsend. Also present were Mayor Roy Rumsey, John Pearsall, Jessica Pearsall and EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.
President Tom Adams called the meeting to order and welcomed guests. He asked for public comment and there was none.

Board members approved the Minutes of the August 23, 2007 Regular Meeting: motion by Dorothy Harelik , second by Steve Watson.
President Adams recognized John Pearsall, Manager of the new ALCO store, who introduced his wife Jessica. Pearsall announced that the grand opening of ALCO is planned for November 8, 14 weeks from now. He told the board that the timeline is on schedule. Construction should be completed this week. Thus far, he said he’d hired his management team and about 25 sales associates. He said the response to the advertising for applications has been outstanding. Answering several board questions, Pearsall said regular hours for the store will be: Monday-Saturday 8 AM to 8 PM, Sundays: 9 AM to 6 PM. He praised the EDC, City and Chamber offices for their support during his first 3 weeks in Hamilton.

The board approved a Partial Release of Lien for 3 lots in the Spring Creek Addition sold by the City Council, motion by Larry Anglin, second by Mike Collett. The board took no action on a full release of the City’s loan for development of Spring Creek.
Executive Director Jane Crouch asked the board to review and rate the EDC projects and programs conducted by the EDC this year. All board members participated in the evaluation.

Crouch told the board that she and the Mayor were notified this week that the Texas Department of Agriculture has selected Hamilton as the 2007 Hardworking Rural Community and that an official presentation of the $3000 grant will happen soon.

The board agreed to set the next meeting date with Hico EDC on October 23, if that date is agreeable to the Hico delegation.

There being no further business, the president adjourned the meeting.
