5. Resolution #30-07, Interlocal Agreement between Hamilton County and The City of Hamilton for the Funding of Community Service Position, at a cost of $7,438.20, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lengefeld.
6. Two bids for Spring Creek Subdivision were accepted unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Collett.  One bid was from Gary Gromatzky, in the amount of $2,400.00 for Lot 5, Blk 4.  Another bid for Lot 2, Blk 1 from Chris and Sheena Dolloff in the amount of $2,555.00.  

7. Resolution #31-07 authorizing requirements to receive Hardworking Rural Community Award from Texas Department of Agriculture was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Jenkins. 
8. Ordinance #13-08, denying rate increase by Atmos Energy Corporation, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
9.  Mary Sealey of  Huts for Mutts addressed Council regarding a new Animal
Ordinance regulating Spaying and Neutering.  

10.   Kath Graf of Federal Emergency Management Association addressed

        Council regarding flood insurance.
