Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. There were none.
Item No. III.   Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing to order, regarding House Bill 621, which allows taxing entities to tax goods in transit. There was no public comment.  Mayor closed the Public Hearing.

5. Ordinance #16-07, annexing 3.572 Acre Tract of Land in the James Hamilton Survey #15 and adopting a Service Plan, Martin D. and Bonnie H. Wenzel, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lengefeld.

6. Ordinance #17-07, annexing 11.037 Acre Tract of Land in the James Hamilton Survey #15 and adopting a Service Plan, Hamilton Charger Senior Properties, LLC, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

7. Low bid for Storm Water Drainage Improvements on Sherry Lee and Barkley, also Bell and Crews,  Billy Mac Brown, Inc. for $147,809.70, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.   

8. Ordinance #18-07, establishing and increasing Water and Sewer Connection Fees and Services of Meter Fees was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins. 

9. Drainage improvements, between Coke and Pierson Streets, were approved unanimously, with Lengefeld abstaining, motion by Townsend and second by Haile. 
10. Ordinance providing for Neutering of Domestic Animals was tabled until December, by unanimous vote, with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
