Item No. I.    Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.
Item No. II.   Mayor Rumsey asked for public comments.  There were none. 
Item No. III.  David Lengefeld and Mitch Lykins, City Representatives of Upper Leon River Municipal Water District, updated Council. 
Item No. IV.  Mayor Rumsey addressed new business:
1. Minutes of  November 8th Regular Meeting, and  November 13th Economic Development Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

2. The November Financial Report was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.  

3. There was no action on Ordinance to spay and neuter domestic animals, with motion by Lengefeld and second by Townsend.  The vote was unanimous.  
4. The Interlocal Contract with Hamilton County Neighbors to Neighbors was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend. 
5. There was no action to lease the rodeo arena at Fair Park to Pottsville Fire Dept.  This is to be a January agenda item.  

6. Hanger Rental at the Airport was increased to $240.00 a year with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  The vote was unanimous.  

7. An Agreement with TRC Engineering Firm to repaint the standpipe at Fair Park was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend. 

8. Resolution #36-07, casting 326 votes for David Lengefeld as a Hamilton Co. Appraisal District Board Director, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

9. Resolution #37-07, authorizing signatures at TexPool and authorizing signatures at First State Bank to add Anita Cavitt, Finance Director,  with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  The vote was unanimous.  

10. The proposal to make improvements and repairs to City Hall, submitted by Patrick Ranagan in the amount $6,600.00, with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  The vote was unanimous. 
11. An amendment to the Upper Leon River Municipal Water District Contract, to omit the words “lessor of”, was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.   

12.  The Service Agreement with AARC Environmental, Inc. was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

13. City Administrator, Bill Funderburk reported on TCEQ  Enforcement  Action;  a Workshop with Planning and Zoning set for January 17th at 5:30 PM and Christmas Holidays to be the 24th and 25th.
