Item No. III.  Mayor Rumsey addressed new business:

3. There was no action on leasing the rodeo arena at Fair Park. 

4. The 2007 Hardworking Rural Community Fund Budget, as presented by Jane Crouch, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.
5. Members, Steve Almquist, Riney Jordan and Richard Davis were re-appointed for a two year term to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.
6. Resolution #01-08, authorizing TxDot Municipal Maintenance Agreement, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

7. Improvements to restore the tile floor of City Hall failed.  A low bid of  $5.752.86 from Pendleton Floor Masters was approved unanimously, subject to pursuing another avenue of removing the glue, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 
8. Demolition of  old house at City Lake was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

9. Amending the Municipal Judge Salary was denied and to be considered next budget year, with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  The vote was unanimous. 
10. The Hotel and Motel Occupancy Tax Quarterly Report, as presented by Steve Almquist, was approved unanimously, with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins. . 

11. There was no action on the termination of Contract with Waste Management.
