Item No. II.   Mayor Rumsey asked for public comments.  Bill Barrett, former president of HCYAA, thanked the Council for hiring Ryan Polster as a full time Parks Director and praised

Item No. III.  Mayor Rumsey addressed new business:

1.  The minutes of  January 10th, 2008 Regular Meeting, January 17th , 2008 Workshop and January 24, 2008 EDC Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins.
2. The January Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.
3. The 2006-2007 Audit, as presented by Sherilyn Sevin of Boucher, Morgan & 

  Young, was accepted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 
4.  A Joint Election Agreement with Hamilton Independent School District and appointing Mike Lovell and Catherine Olson as Election Judges, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  

5.  Resolution # 02-08 to call Municipal General Election for May 10th, 2008 was approved unanimously with motion by Collect and second by Jenkins. 

6.  Resolution # 03-08 selecting April 28th and April 29th as two twelve hour days for Early Voting was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

7.  Resolution # 04-08 to renew the Lease Agreement with Ingram Enterprises was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  
8.  The purchase of Backhoe/Loader was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 
9.  The low bid of $89,400 to paint the interior and exterior of Fair Park 0.176 MG Standpipe from Utility Service Co. was approved  unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

10. The Reviewing Operation & Maintenance Agreement on Watershed Project and approving written plan for Maintenance was accepted unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Townsend. 

11. Action to sell used Equipment and Vehicles was approved by unanimous vote with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
12. Bill Funderburk, City Administrator updated Council regarding changes in the Texas Municipal Retirement System. 

13. The Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements for Aviation Purposes and request to be put on the Capital Improvement Program was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

14. A motion to advertise and receive bids for Street Improvements was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
