Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public. Boyd Holley addressed Council regarding the proposed Planning and Zoning Ordinance. He objects the minimum width requirement for homes being set at 20 ft.
Item No. III.    The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items.

The minutes of  April 10th, 2008 Regular Meeting, and April 24th, 2008 Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
2.  The April Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
3.  The Building Plan Concept for a new Pig Barn at Fair Park, as presented by Dustin O’Bannon and the Hamilton County Livestock Association was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
4.  Resolution #09-08, authorizing Leon Bosque RC&D to perform environmental assessment as presented by Jane Crouch was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
5.  There was no action on the Zoning Ordinance. A Workshop with the Planning and Zoning Commission was set for 5/15/08, with motion by Haile and second by Townsend.  The vote was unanimous.
6.  Ordinance #02-08, creating Parks and Recreation Advisory Board and appointing Board Members, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.
Board Members:  3 yr. term  Ramon Haile, Will Haile, Nancy Diaz and the President of Hamilton County Youth Assoc. (at present Sonny Galindo).  2 yr. term Greg Brooks, Mason Bullard, Mica Crownover, Sheldon Blackwell and Jane Crouch.
7.  Resolution #12-08 appointing Mitch Lykins as Director to Upper Leon River Municipal Water District was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
8.  Resolution #10-08 appointing Ray Sparks as Municipal Judge and Beccy Rowe as Court Clerk was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.
9.  Compensation for Municipal Judge Ray Sparks was set at $250.00 for 10 hours and $15.00 for additional hours, with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.  The vote was unanimous.
10. Hamer Enterprises, an internet Credit Card Payment System, was 

approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
11. Resolution 11-08 opposing Federal Communications Commission Revised Rule Change Prohibiting Unattended Operation of Radio Station was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.  

12. The Interlocal Agreement with City of Hico, allowing Hico to use the old sewer machine as needed and the City of Hamilton to use their Zipper machine, was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Collett.
13. A Capital Improvement Committee, to be formed by submitted applications, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
14. Ordinance #03-08, Disannexation of property at 902 W. Main, property owned by Melvin Henkes, was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Jenkins.  

15. City Administrator Bill Funderburk updated Council on the Wastewater Treatment Project, Standpipe at Fair Park and the Drainage Project on Sherry Lee. Also, a date to canvass votes was set for May 15th.
