MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

May 22, 2008
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held its regular board meeting on Thursday, May 22, 2008 at 5:30 pm at City Hall located at 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Tom Adams, Mike Collett, Larry Anglin, Dorothy Harelik, Betty Jenkins and Helen Townsend. Also in attendance were Hamilton Mayor Roy Rumsey and Hamilton EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.
President Mike Collett called the meeting to order. 
He asked for public comment and there was none.

The board approved the Minutes of the April 24, 2008 Board Meeting, motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Dorothy Harelik.
President Collett asked EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch to present names of those board members whose terms expire in 2008. She told the board that terms of Mike Collett, Dorothy Harelik and Tom Adams end in 2008 and that all had agreed to serve another term. The board agreed to recommend Collett, Harelik and Adams to the city council for re-appointment, motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Larry Anglin.
The president recognized Board Treasurer Larry Anglin to present a budget adjustment and the EDC quarterly reports for the fiscal year’s first and second quarters. Anglin explained that in an EDC Finance Committee meeting, it was discovered that the annual budget contained a $10 error. He moved that the board amend the budget by adding $10 to the expected sales tax income, second by Helen Townsend and approved by the board. The board approved the quarterly reports, motion by Anglin, second by Tom Adams.

President Collett presented a report on a meeting of the executive committee for the upcoming Work Ethics class for high school students. He told the board that the class director Emily Dossey enthusiastically presented her plans for the 2-week course and is ready to begin on June 2nd. 

EDC ED Jane Crouch was recognized to update the board on Dray Manufacturing Company’s planned expansion. She said that Judy Fort of the Texas Department of Agriculture had met with Mr. Dray and is researching options for funding including the Texas Emerging Technology Fund.

During the Board Member Comment section, Helen Townsend mentioned the City of Hico contribution to the Junior Livestock building project. Larry Anglin commented on the school population decline as reported in the Hamilton Herald-News. He said that new jobs that attract young families would appear to be the key to remedy loss of students. Tom Adams said that he’d contacted John Jones who told him he was planning to complete the Welcome to Hamilton signs in the next two weeks.
President Collett recognized Crouch for her Executive Director’s report. She told the board that the Downtown Gallery’s legend and brochures are installed and asked for suggestions for a celebration. Townsend suggested coordinating an event with the annual Dove Festival. Crouch reported on progress for the Texan Theater opening and said that another applicant will be presented this week to the local committee for the City’s revolving loan fund. She said that the current Leadership Hamilton class will graduate next week. She invited board members to go to Breckenridge on the 29th for the Leon Bosque RC&D Council meeting as well as to a planned event on June 19th at Hamilton Healthcare Center.

The next regular EDC board meeting will be on June 26.
There being no further business, the president adjourned the meeting.
