Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:30.
Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public.  There were none.
Item No. III.
The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items. 
1. Minutes of July 10th, 2008 Regular Meeting, July 24th and July 30th Called Meetings were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  

2. The July Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lengefeld. 
3. Jenkins made motion and Townsend second to pave (one coat) and place two speed bumps in the alley from North Brown to North Bouldin Street.  The vote was unanimous.
4. Disannexation of property located at 1008 West Standifer was denied, with motion by Haile and second by Collett.  The vote was unanimous.
5. Resolution #15-08 authorizing the submission of the 2009-2010 Texas Community Development Program Application was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.
6. The Citizen’s Complaint Procedures for Texas Community Development Program was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
7. The second quarter Hotel & Motel Occupancy Tax Report, as presented by Steve Almquist, was accepted as presented with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.  The vote was unanimous.
8. Resolution #16-08 authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to contribute $50,000 in two consecutive fiscal years, to Hamilton County Livestock Association for Improvements to Fair Park was approved unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Lengefeld.
9. The City Attorney is to write a letter canceling the Agreement with AARC Environmental, Inc. with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
10. The City is to provide for a certified appraisal and receive bids for City owned property Highway 22 East, City Maintenance Facility, with motion by Jenkins and second by Lengefeld. The vote was unanimous.
11. Resolution #17-08 to review Investment Policy and Strategies was approved unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett. 
12. Mike Collett and Helen Townsend were appointed as representatives to the Hamilton County Law Enforcement Committee and Roy Rumsey as alternate, with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.  The vote was unanimous.
13. The Interlocal Contract with Hamilton County, to furnish road base to Fair Park for the Livestock Barn, was approved unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile. 
14. The proposed 2008-2009 Fiscal Year budget was discussed.  The Municipal Judges salary would remain the same.  The Senior Center is to continue receiving utility assistance.  
15. Public hearing dates of Sept. 4th and Sept. 9th were set to present the new tax rate and a Called Meeting date of Sept. 18th to accept the tax rate was set, with motion by Townsend and second by Haile. The vote was unanimous.
16. No action was taken on “No Parking” on the Southside of the 100 block of West Crews.
17. Bill Funderburk presented the City Administrator Report.
Randy Murphree reported the Sheriff’s Report.
Ronnie Harris presented the Public Works Report.
John Ratliff presented the Community Development Report. 

Ryan Polster presented the Parks Director Report.
