MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

August 21, 2008
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held its regular board meeting on Thursday, August 21, 2008 at 5:30 pm at City Hall located at 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Tom Adams, Mike Collett, Dorothy Harelik, Betty Jenkins, Helen Townsend and Steve Watson. Also in attendance were Hamilton Mayor Roy Rumsey, Michael Langford and Hamilton EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.
President Mike Collett called the meeting to order and welcomed the guest. The Minutes of the July 23, 2008 regular board meeting were approved, motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Tom Adams.

Michael Langford, member of the Downtown Revitalization Committee, was recognized to present the committee’s recommendations for reimbursement funds to three businesses that have recently made improvements to their facades. On a motion by Adams, second by Steven Watson, the board approved projects of Dr. Johnny Clark, Kool Beans and Hamilton Central Perk.

President Collett asked for a report on the Hamilton County Livestock Association’s project to replace a building at Fair Park. Steven Watson said that the old building had been removed and the association members were continuing to fund raise. Crouch said that the EDC’s first installment check has been delivered.
Crouch reported to the board that the second Work Ethics class had completed its 2-week sessions and all 10 students had received certificates. She said that the class instructor Emily Dossey will complete her evaluation and will recommend another class during the school year.

The board then discussed plans for the ribbon-cutting and recognition of artists, photographers and contributors at the Gallery Wall. Crouch said that invitations have been mailed and the public will be invited to celebrate the addition to Dr. Clark’s north wall at 9:00 AM on Saturday, August 30, followed by an opportunity to view the new Ramsey Collection at the invitation of Ray and Frances Ramsey.

President Collett presented the proposed 2008-09 EDC budget. He and Adams pointed out that expected sales tax income is greater with commensurately increased anticipated expenditures in the areas of Development Projects, Marketing and Work Force Training.  On a motion by Adams, second by Townsend, the board approved the proposed budget.
The next EDC meeting date will be Tuesday, September 23. There being no further business, the president adjourned the meeting.
