Item No. I.      Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order.

Item No. II.     There were no comments from the General Public.

Item No. III.    The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items.

1. The minutes of  October 9th  Regular Meeting and October 27th Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile

2. The October Financial Statement was accepted by unanimous vote, as presented Anita Cavitt, with motion by Haile and second by Townsend. 
3. Frank Craig addressed council regarding the Junk Vehicle Ordinance.
He disagreed with the City’s Ordinance regarding his personal vehicles.

4. The vote was unanimous to modify 2007 Texas Community Development Program and Change Order #1 for sewer collection facilities on Baker St., with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.  
5. The vote was unanimous to amend our Engineering Contract with TRC in regards to 2007 Texas Community Development Project, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  
6. The request from John and Lambert Little for letter of agreement to receive F.A.A. Identifier authorization was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  

7. Motion by Townsend and second by Haile to grant the Parks and Recreation Board the authority to accept County Bridges on a case by case basis and return to the Council for final approval.  The vote was unanimous. 
8. Lisa Meissner and Emily Dossey representing Hamilton Leadership Committee, addressed council in regards to building a playground at Fair Park.  The vote was unanimous to support their efforts, with motion by Townsend and second by Haile.  
9. The Hotel & Motel Occupancy Tax Quarterly Report, as presented by Steve Almquist was approved unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.  

10. Resolution #19-08  authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to contribute funds for High School Work Ethics Courses (second reading), was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend. 
11. An Interlocal Governmental Contract with City of Hamilton and Hamilton I.S.D., allowing the City to patch potholes on the school parking lots in return for the School’s sound system with speakers, amplifier, microphone and computer, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.  
12. The Annual Water Storage Tank Agreement for Cathodic Protection and Corrpro Waterworks was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile. 
13. The Loan from Texas Water Development Board, in the amount of $1,474,000 was declined, with motion by Townsend and second by Collett.  The vote was unanimous.
