Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.
Item No. II.
Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing on the Special Use Permit for the Living Hope Outreach Church to place a church in the 700 Block of W. Snell to order.  There were no comments.  Mayor Rumsey adjourned the Public Hearing.
Item No. III.
Mayor Rumsey asked for comments from the General Public.  Steve Watson spoke in support of Johnny Clepper. 
Item No. IV.
The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items.

1. Minutes of February 12, 2009 Regular Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
2. The February Financial Statement was approved unanimously with the motion by Townsend and second by Haile.
3. A Special Use Permit for Living Hope Outreach to establish a Church Structure in the 700 Blk of West Snell St was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Lengefeld.
4. The setback requirements under the Zoning Ordinance at 422 South Price was questioned by Johnny Clepper.  Council waived the $350 Zoning Variance fee for Mr. Clepper with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins. The vote was unanimous.

5. The Lease Agreement with H-Bat, Inc.was approved unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.
6. A motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld to appoint George Luker to the Park Board Member position vacated by Mason Bullard; was approved unanimous with motion by Haile and second by Lengefeld.
7. A motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins, proclaiming April as Fair Housing Month was approved unanimous.
8. Mayor Rumsey appointed Mike Collett and Bradley Haile to review Audit Firm proposals.
9. Interlocal Cooperation Contract with Texas Department of Public Safety for OmniBase Services was approved unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
10. Resolution #07-09, endorsing Legislative Changes to the Competitive Electric Market was approved unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
11. Ordinance #02-09, establishing Fees for Collection and Deposit of Refuse under Contract with Waste Management (an CPI increase of 3.7% and 3.9% Disposal increase) was approved unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett.
