1. Minutes of March 12, 2009 Regular Meeting and March 24th Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
2. The March Financial Statement was approved unanimously, as presented by Bill Funderburk, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
3. A motion to accept asphalt from Precinct 2 Commissioner, Mike Lewis, to be used in Precinct 2 City Limits with a citizen workday scheduled to spread the asphalt on June 27th, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
4. An Ordinance to increase Waste Management Disposal Rate by an additional $1 based upon Variable Fuel Surcharge, with the City triggering a Request for Proposal by June with a new contract by the end of the year, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend. The new rate will be $16.48 effective May 1st.
5. The Quarterly Financial Report of Hotel Motel Occupancy Tax, as presented by Steve Almquist was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Townsend.
6. The Quarterly Financial Report of Hamilton Economic Dev. Corp.  As presented by Mike Collett was approved unanimously as presented, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.
7. A Lease Agreement to George Bales of Hico, for hanger at the Municipal Airport was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
8. No action was taken regarding a Utility Easement to Embarq on City Property behind the Fire Station.
9. A Non-exclusive Utility Easement to Texas New Mexico Power Co. in the 100 Block of North Bell Street was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
10. Resolution #12-09 opposing House Bill 4441, relating to the authority of the Railroad Commission to establish standards regarding certain pipelines, was approved unanimously with motion by Townsend and second by Jenkins.
11. Resolution #13-10 denying increase in rates proposed by Texas New Mexico Power Co. was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Townsend.
