MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

April 14, 2009
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held its regular board meeting on Tuesday, April 14, 2009 at 5:30 pm at City Hall located at 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Helen Townsend, Larry Anglin, Betty Jenkins and Tom Adams. Also in attendance were Hamilton Mayor Roy Rumsey and Hamilton EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.
In the absence of President Mike Collett, Secretary Helen Townsend called the meeting to order. No guests were present. The Minutes of the March 26, 2009 regular board meeting were approved, motion by Tom Adams, second by Betty Jenkins.
The secretary recognized EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch to present the proposal to participate in a publication produced by Journal Communications, Inc. and sponsored by the Central Texas Council of Government’s Development District of Central Texas. Crouch said the company currently produces 18 similar magazines that are distributed to business site selectors and other professionals in economic development and are circulated among advertisers and other interested parties. On a motion by Tom Adams, seconded by Larry Anglin, the board approved marketing funds for a page in the upcoming Central Texas magazine.
The secretary then called on the board members to consider scholarship applications that the EDC presents annually to students interested in skilled trade and health careers. On a motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Larry Anglin, the board approved four scholarships to be announced at HHS graduation exercises. Two of the recipients are graduates of the EDC’s Work Ethics class.
Crouch was recognized to report on a planning committee meeting for this summer’s Texas Department of Agriculture/Sam Houston State University pilot project to place interns from urban areas in rural communities. She said the group discussed both intern responsibilities and where she will live in Hamilton.
The secretary then recognized Crouch to present a recommendation that the City of Hamilton and Hamilton County reinstate their tax abatement policies that expired last year. On a motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Tom Adams, the board approved the recommendation to both entities.
EDC Treasurer Larry Anglin was recognized to present several adjustments to the EDC budget line items. After board discussion, there was no action taken on the adjustments.
The board set its next meeting for Thursday, May21.

In her executive director’s comments, Crouch reported that Rena Sliger has issued a special invitation to the EDC Board to come to the ribbon-cutting and shrimp boil at 5:15 pm on Saturday, April 25th. She also mentioned meetings in DeLeon for Texas Midwest Community Network’s legislative luncheon and a Development District of Central Texas meeting in Belton on April 23rd.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
