Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing and Called Meeting to order at 5:32 P.M.

There was no Public Comment;  Mayor Rumsey adjourned the Public Hearing.
Item No. IV.
The City Council discussed and/or took action on the following agenda items.

1.
Ordinance #15-09, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins, and second by Lee, that the City Council ratify, approve and adopt the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year Budget.  

2.
Ordinance #16-09, was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld, and second by Collett, that the property Tax Rate for Tax Year 2009 be increased by the adoption of a tax rate $0.4901 which is effectively a 8% percent increase in the tax rate. 
3.
Resolution #22-09, approving HSA Bank for Blue Cross, Blue Shield Health Insurance Plans for City Employees, along with Ft. Dearborn Life Insurance Policy on each employee.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Lengefeld and second by Lee.

The bid for Engineering Services for Texas Community Development Program Grant from TRC was accepted unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett.
A motion was made by Collett and second by Lengefeld to enter into a Contract with TRC for $38,000, subject to final approval of the Mayor and City Attorney.  The vote was unanimous.
5.
Resolution #22-10 approving the Interlocal Agreement with Hamilton County for the Funding of a Community Service Position was approved unanimously with motion by Lee and second by Jenkins.
6.
Council elected to take no action on changes to the Texas State Plumbing Law. The vote was unanimous, with motion by Jenkins and second by Lee.

This item was deleted due to insufficient information on Energy Audit.

Council discussed the 2009 Street Project.
