MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

September 24, 2009
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held its regular board meeting on Thursday, September 24, 2009 at 5:30 pm at City Hall located at 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Mike Collett, Steve Watson, Betty Jenkins, Tom Adams, Dorothy Harelik andHelen Townsend. Also in attendance were Mayor Roy Rumsey and Hamilton EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.
President Mike Collett called the meeting to order.
The Minutes of the August 27, 2009 Regular Board Meeting were approved by the board, motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Steven Watson.
The president recognized Crouch to present further information about a marketing project that would include Hamilton in a Trade and Industry Development bi-monthly publication dedicated to site selection and business recruitment. She reported contact with a publication representative who offered space for an ad plus a business listing in the November/December edition of their printed magazine and online at their website. Circulation is based on identification of specific markets and industries interested in corporate change and employment growth. The board approved with one abstention purchase of a ½ page or fullpage ad to focus on Hamilton’s Airport Industrial Park, motion by Steven Watson, second by Helen Townsend.
Crouch then was recognized to present a request for copies of “A Lady’s Day Out,” Texas Hill Country edition featuring Hamilton. She said that 12 books would cost $158.64. The board approved the request, motion by Betty Jenkins, second by Steven Watson.

In the absence of EDC Treasurer Larry Anglin, Crouch presented the proposed 2009-2010 EDC budget. She said that the committee composed of Anglin, Steve Watson and Mike Collett, propose basing the new budget on the same expected income amount used in last year’s budget because current fiscal year sales tax receipts are strong and very similar to last year’s amount. She said that expected expenditures were increased in line items such as Work Force Training and audit but decreased in other items such as postage and insurance. The board approved the proposed budget, motion by Helen Townsend, second by Tom Adams.

President Collett reported a message to the board from Ken Craig who asked that he convey his deep appreciation to the board for its support and encouragement on his venture and said he would make another application in the future, if need be.
Board Member Steven Watson reported on a meeting held at Hamilton ISD on an expenditure to improve a donated space for city students in Agriculture classes to raise animals for the local livestock show. He said funds may be necessary for a well, a barn and fencing. No request for funds was presented.

Crouch was recognized for her executive director’s report. She said that the Development District of Central Texas will present a State of Our Economy seminar on Friday, September 25 in Belton; a public meeting for Visionaries in Preservation proposal will be held on October 15; the Hamilton Day at the Food and Fiber Building sponsored by the Texas Department of Agriculture will be on October 3rd; Leadership Hamilton is underway with 15 in the class.
The next regular board meeting was set for Thursday, October 22.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
