Item No. I.
Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.

Item No. II.   Mayor Rumsey asked for public comments.  Chief Paul Gomez, President Danny Lopez and Maintenance Foreman Arthur Galindo reported on the Volunteer Fire Department Activity and condition of their equipment and vehicles.  

Item No. III.    Mayor Rumsey called the Public Hearing to order. 

1. Mayor Rumsey asked for public comments in regards to leasing land at Control Dam #4 for grazing; located between Grogan and Standifer Streets and West of Price Street. There were none.  Mayor Rumsey adjourned the Public Hearing. 

Item No. IV.   The City Council discussed and/or took actions on the following agenda items.

1. Minutes of August 17th Workshop, September 14th Regular Meeting and September 21st  Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Collett.

2. September Financial Statement was accepted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 

3. The resignation of Mark Dudding as Alderman, due to accepting a job out of town, was accepted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

4. John Ratliff addressed Council regarding the time expiration for Owners of unsafe structures in the City. 

   Farah Tyson addressed Council in regards to 614 E. Hill, asking for a 

   two week time extension. Mr. Ratliff recommended it be approved.  The vote 

   was unanimous with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

                      Mr. Ratliff reported that the structure on property at 403 W. Henry
   had been demolished and only needed garbage pickup.

                       Mr.Ratliff advised that a financial company (American General Finance 

                       of Waco) owned the property at 501 E. 3rd St. and had indicated they 

    wanted to repair it. He noticed they had secured the front door.  Mr. Funderburk 

    asked Council for an additional 30 days and consider it at the November 

    meeting. The Council agreed.  

                       Martin Banda addressed Council regarding his property at 317 S. Price.

                       He asked for an additional 30 days, due to illness. Mr. Ratliff  recommended 



    the extension. The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and 



    second Haile. 

                             Johnny Clepper addressed Council stated he had just purchased the property 

   at the N.W. Corner of E. Little & N. Blansit (No Address) and would like a 

   sixty day extension to remodel the house.  Mr. Ratliff recommended the 

   extension.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Haile and second by Collett.

Mr. Ratliff reported that the structure at the N.E. Corner of N. McDurmitt & E. Little (No Address) has been demolished, no action is required.  

   The Owner of property at  510 S. Railroad was not present. Mr. Ratliff reported 

    the stucture’s roof had been removed and construction had halted.  The vote was

    unanimous to demolish the structure as it is unsafe, with motion by Collett and 

    second by Haile. 

 

    Mr. Ratliff reported that he had overlooked something in the original

                              condemnation of structures of  407/409 E. Main and would like to cancel 

    and resubmit to Council.  The vote was unanimous with motion by  

    Collett and second by Haile. 

5.  The Layout Plan for Industrial Park at Airport was presented by Danny 

 Winchester, of  Parkhill, Smith & Cooper.  He plans to meet with TxDot and

 return with additional information for Council.   

6.  Joan Crumrine addressed Council in regards to Friends for Life and introduced 

       Jackie Brinkley as the new Coordinator since she is retiring in November. 

7. Joan Crumrine addressed Council in regards to Oakwood Cemetery, in regards to a shelter and mausoleums being placed on the S.E. corner of the cemetery, where it is too rocky for gravesites.

8. Rena Sliger, of the Hamilton Livestock Association, addressed Council in regards to facilities at Fair Park. She said the Association would like to raise funds to build a new barn, approximately 100 x 150 and do improvements to the pavilion.  The Council expressed their support. 

9. Agreement between Hamilton County and City to fund Utility Officer, James Lancaster, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile.  

10. No action was taken on the Ordinance Prohibiting the Operation of Commercial Motor Vehicles and Heavy Equipment on Public Streets other than Designated Truck Routes. This is to be on the November agenda. 

11. City Lake Dam Maintenance Plan and Time Schedule, which the City Administrator had prepared for TCEQ, was accepted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins 

12. Council unanimously approved staff to advertise and receive bids to Replace Water Line on South Bell St. and East Baker, with motion by Jenkins and second by Haile.  

13. The Hotel and Motel Occupancy Tax Quarterly Report, as presented by Chamber Manager Troy Smith, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Collett. 

14. Council unanimously approved staff to advertise and receive proposals for leasing land at Control Dam #4 for sheep and goats only.  The vote was unanimous, with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins. 

15. Bill Funderburk advised Council that he would meet with Paul Boedeker and Jim Sabonis regarding the Loan with Texas Water Development Board for Improvements at Water Treatment Plant and Overhead Storage on 10/16/06.

16. Resolution 27-06, Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment was adopted unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 

17. Resolution 28-06, Emergency Action Plan for City Lake Dam and Reservoir Control Dams #4, #5 and #3, passed unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Jenkins.  

18. Bill Funderburk presented the City Administrator Report:

a. He has been meeting with TxDot about the Bulman Bridge that is being moved to the New Park. 

b. Mark Blackwell presented a report on the pump stations. 

c. The City would start paying for employees uniforms and laundry fee. 

d. Wastewater Improvements updates. 

e. Zoning Workshop to be held Monday the 23rd. 

Item No. V.   Mayor Rumsey adjourned the meeting after a motion from Jenkins, at 8:30 PM.
