MINUTES OF A CALLED SPECIAL MEETING

OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

CITY OF HAMILTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

March 8, 2010
The Board of Directors of the City of Hamilton Economic Development Corporation held a called special meeting on Monday, March 8, 2010 at 5:30 PM at City Hall, 200 E. Main, Hamilton, Texas. Members of the Board of Directors present were Tom Adams, Mike Collett, Helen Townsend and Betty Jenkins. Also present were Mayor Roy Rumsey, City Administrator Bill Funderburk, Hamilton Volunteer Fire Department Members Paul Gomez, Jr., Cody Catoe and Terry Griffin, Dr. Randy Lee and EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch.

President Collett called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM and recessed the Special Called Meeting. He then convened a public hearing to hear testimony from the public regarding a request by the Hamilton Volunteer Fire Department for funds to retrofit a fire truck. No public testimony was presented.
Collett closed the public hearing and reconvened the special called meeting. The president recognized Paul Gomez, Jr., chief of the Hamilton Volunteer Fire Department, who thanked the EDC Board for their interest and support. President Collett then asked EDC Executive Director Jane Crouch to lay out a proposal for funding. She said that the board had agreed at its last meeting to a committee recommendation to grant the HVFD $20,000 plus a no-interest, 6-year loan in the amount of $10,556.90. On a motion by Tom Adams, second by Helen Townsend, the board approved with the affirmative vote of the chair the grant and loan. Crouch reminded the HVFD members that EDC policy requires a 60-day review and comment period during which the city council must approve the project in 2 separate meetings.
At 6:00 PM, President Collett recessed the special called meeting and convened a public hearing to hear testimony from the public regarding a request from the City of Hamilton for funding for a public water system well at the Hamilton Municipal Airport. No public testimony was presented and the president adjourned the public hearing.
President Collett reconvened the special called meeting and recognized Dr. Randy Lee, member of the Hamilton Airport Advisory Board. Dr. Lee answered questions from boardmembers regarding ground storage of water, on-going maintenance, engineering plans and permits, location of the well, depth of the well and costs of construction and infrastructure. On a motion by Helen Townsend, second by Tom Adams, the board, with the affirmative vote of the chair, approved the grant to the City of Hamilton.

The EDC Board conducted no further business and the meeting was adjourned.
