Mayor Rumsey called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.

Mayor Rumsey asked for Public Comments.  There were none.
Item No. III.
The City Council discussed and/or took action on the following agenda items.

1.
Minutes of February 11th Regular Meeting and February 11th Called Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lee.
2.
The February financial report was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.
3.
The 2008-2009 Fiscal Year Budget Audit Report was presented by Pattillo, Brown and Hill and accepted, subject to a detailed review by Council.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.
4.
Myrtle Davis request to Install Street Light at 404 West Little Street, was denied by unanimous vote, with motion by Collett and second by Lengefeld.  The request did not meet the requirements of the street light policy.
5.
Resolution #8 authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to Expend $20,000.00 grant money and $10,566.70 loan to Retrofit Equipment for Hamilton Volunteer Fire Department, was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lee.
6.
Resolution #9 authorizing Hamilton Economic Development Corporation to Expend Funds of $36,000.00 To Construct A Public Water Well System at Municipal Airport. The vote was unanimous with motion by Lee and second by Lengefeld.
7.
A Lease Agreement with Hansen Aviation, Inc. was approved unanimously with motion by Jenkins and second by Lee. The term of the Agreement is September 1, 2010 until August 31, 2012.
8.
April was proclaimed Fair Housing Month, by unanimous vote, with motion by Lee and second by Collett.
9.
The Bid of $140,277.66 for 3,396 linear feet of 6” water main in the Northwest part of town, for the 2009 Texas Department of Rural Affairs Funded Water Project was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Jenkins.
10.
There was no action on Resolution Supporting the Proposed 2010 Water Quality Standards and Implementation Procedures. Council instructed staff to prepare a letter in support of the Proposed 2010 Water Quality Standards and Implementation Procedures.
