Ordinance #05-10, Amending Planning and Zoning Ordinance from Residential to Commercial of Blocks 2,3,5,6,7 in the Edison Pierson Addition and Property in the J. Hamilton Survey, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Rumsey.  The vote was unanimous.  This agenda item is null and void, due to no Public Hearing being held.

The Proposed Tax Rate of .5254 is to be placed on Future Meeting holding Two Public Hearings, August 31st at 5:30 and September 7th at 12 Noon.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Lee.
