Mayor Jenkins called for Public Hearings:

The purpose of this hearing is for public comments on the rezoning from Residential to Commercial of Blocks 2, 3, 5, 6, 7 of the Eidson & Pierson Addition, as well as property in the J. Hamilton Survey that extends immediately east of Block 4 and 5 both north and south of FM 932 extending to the City Limits of Hamilton.  Additionally, a text change requiring a newly placed home or business building to be a minimum of twenty feet in depth.

The purpose of this hearing is for public comments on proposed text change to the Zoning Ordinance allowing Single Family Residential, Duplex Residential, Townhouse Residential, and Condominium Residential to be included as Principal Permitted Uses in the Commercial Zoned areas.  The proposed changes do not apply to the Central Business District.
