7. Resolution #32-10, Re-appointment of Catherine Link, Mary Beckner and Devin Bain to the Board of Adjustment, was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lee. 
8. The possibility of appointing a Capital Improvement Projects Committee was discussed.
9. A Public Hearing to establish Juvenile Curfew was set for November 11th, by unanimous vote with motion by Lee and second by Lengefeld.
