Item No. III.
Mayor Jenkins called the Public Hearings to order.
1. Substandard Structure; Lot 4 & 30’x150’ of Lot 3 of the Rice Addition, (602 South Dempster).

10. The Hazardous Waste Event scheduled for April 9, 2011, as presented by James Lancaster, was approved unanimously with motion by Lee and second by Haile.
11. Resolution #34-10, authorizing Cities Aggregation Power Project to Negotiate Extension to Electrical Supply Contract was approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lee.
