The City Council Discussed and/or Took Action on the Following Agenda Items.

1. Minutes of December 9th Regular Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Haile and second by Lee. 
2 The December Financial Report was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Rumsey. 
3 Staff is to give Owner until next meeting, February 10th to start demolition or present a plan for the Substandard Building located at 400 West Grogan. The vote was unanimous with motion by Haile and second by Lee.

Debbie Compton spoke on behalf of the Owner of 400 East Main. Council asked Staff to employ a Professional Structural Engineer to access the Building and if found safe the City would proceed with the project and the opening of the street.  If found unsafe, the owner will be notified and the situation will be addressed at the next council meeting on February 10, 2011. The vote was unanimous with motion by Lee and second by Haile.

Staff is to notify Owner of 823 North Thompson that Council needs a plan by next meeting or the City will demolish the building. Any further extension being contingent on the Customer either having completed the sale of the property or the building being demolished by the next council Date. The vote was unanimous with motion by Haile and second by Lee.

No action was taken on the Building Located at 602 South Dempster.

9. Resolution #2-11, Approving Memorandum of Understanding with the Texas Department of Transportation Federally-Approved Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Program, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Rumsey.  

10. Resolution #3-11, Entering Into Contract with KSA Engineers for Professional Services for Safe Routes to School Project, was approved unanimously with motion by Lee and second by Haile. 
11. Staff is to Advertise and Receive Bids for Park Bridge.  The vote was unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 
12. The Hotel & Motel Occupancy Tax Quarterly Financial Report and Approving the 2011 Fiscal Year Budget, as presented by Steve Almquist, was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Rumsey.
13. An Agreement with Hamilton ISD for Use of Horton Park Baseball Field was approved unanimous with motion by Lee and second by Haile. 
14. Resolution #4-11 for Amendment No. 1 on the 2009 Texas Community Development Block Grant to Add Sewer Pump Station at the Wastewater Plant was approved unanimously with motion by Collett and second by Haile. 
15. Representatives from IESI, Solid Waste Disposal, Wylie Dugger and Gregg Brown, expressed the satisfaction in working with City of Hamilton. 
16. Resolution #5-11, Denying Texas-New Mexico Power Company Proposed Rate Increase; Reduce Existing Rates and Submit Tariffs Consistent With The Recommendation of the Alliance of Texas-New Mexico Power Municipalities Consultants, was approved unanimous with motion by Collett and second by Haile.
