The City Council Discussed and/or Took Action on the Following Agenda Items.
1. Minutes of March 10th Regular Council Meeting and March 14th Called Council Meeting were approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Lee.
2. The March Financial Report was approved unanimously with motion by Lee and second by Lengefeld.
3. The Fireworks Display at Pecan Creek Park on July 2nd, was approved unanimously, contingent on weather conditions, with motion by Lee and second by Lengefeld.
4. The Bid of $6,900.00 submitted by A & D Service, for Demolition at 823 North Thompson. was approved unanimously with motion by Lengefeld and second by Haile.
